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ACCESSORIES
A 4.00mm crochet hook, or size hook to give correct tension.

TENSION

18 sts and 8 rows to 10cm over pattern using a 4.00mm hook. Correct tension is not
essential for this poncho, however, stated measurements and yarn requirements are
based on this tenion. If there are less stitches to 10cm use a larger hook, if there are
more stitches to 10cm use a smaller hook.

ABBREVIATIONS

NOTE: This pattern is written using UK/Australian terms

beg = beginning, ch = chain, chsp = chain space, cont = continue, dc = double
crochet, patt = pattern, rep = repeat, st = stitch, tr = treble crochet, yoh = yarn over
hook.

SPECIAL ABBREVIATIONS

tr2tog = *yoh and draw up a loop in next st, yoh and draw through first 2 loops on
hook, rep from * once, yoh and draw through all 3 loops on hook

tr3tog = *yoh and draw up a loop in next st, yoh and draw through first 2 loops on
hook, rep from * twice, yoh and draw through all 4 loops on hook.

FRONT & BACK (make 2)

Using a 4.00mm hook make 210 (234, 242, 258) ch.

1st Row (right side): Miss 1 ch, 1dc in each ch to end, turn.

209 (233, 241, 257) sts.

2nd Row: Ch3 (counts as 1 tr), 1tr in next st, ch2, miss 3 sts, 1tr in next st, *ch2, miss 3
sts, 3tr in next st, ch2, miss 3 sts, 1tr in next st, rep from * to last 4 sts, ch2, miss 3 sts,
2trin last st, turn.

3rd Row: Ch3 (counts as 1 tr), 1tr in next tr, ch3, 1tr in next tr, *ch3, tr3tog in next 3 tr,
ch3, 1tr in next tr, rep from * until last 2 ch and 2 tr, ch3, tr2tog in last 2tr, turn.

4th Row: Ch5 (counts as 1 tr, and 2 ch), 3tr in next tr, *ch2, 1tr (in top of tr3tog), ch2,
3trin next tr, rep from * until last 3 ch and 1tr, ch2, miss 3 ch and 1 tr, 1tr in top of last
tr, turn.

5th Row: Ché (counts as 1 tr, and 3 ch), tr3tog across next 3 tr, *ch 3, 1tr in next tr, ch
3, tr3tog in next 3 tr, rep until ch 5 is left, ch 3, miss next 3 ch, 1tr in next ch (turning
ch), turn.

6th Row: Ch3 (counts as 1 tr), 1tr in same st, ch 2, 1tr in top of next tr3tog, *ch2, 3trin
next tr, ch2, 1tr in top of next tr3tog, rep from * until ch 6 is left, ch 2, miss next 3 ch,
2tr in next ch (turning ch), turn

3rd to 6th rows form patt.

Cont in patt until work measures 45 (50, 52, 55)cm from beg ending with a 2nd patt
row, turn.

Next Row: Ch1, *1dc in each st and 3 dc in each chsp, rep from * to last to end.
Fasten off.

TO MAKE UP
Join Front to Back leaving an opening for neck of 25 (30, 35, 40)cm.
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
